Message from Mr. Emerson:

Marching Band photos – Mr. Emerson has a photographer coming to schedule pictures before the Winter break.

MLK Parade will be in McDonough on Jan. 16.  Dutchtown and Ola High School bands will be performing.  

Mr. Emerson is looking at a potential trip to Williamsburg, VA later in the spring. 

Fundraising – several ideas were discussed regarding fundraising:

*Chocolate bars – World’s Finest Chocolate bars – we would make 50% profit from each bar of candy sold.  Each bar of candy would sell for $1.00.  Proceeds from the profit would be divided that 5% would go to the band booster club and 95% would go to the student’s account to offset band fees.   We are not able to sell the chocolate bars at this time due to other organizations selling things right now.  We will see if we can approval to start selling after the Winter break. 
*South Atlanta Coupon books – We would make 50% of each book sold.  Each book is $20.00.  
*Valentine’s Spaghetti Dinner – Mr. Emerson suggested a spaghetti dinner around Valentine’s Day.  We could sell tickets for the dinner and he would have the Jazz Band playing in the background.  We will talk more about this at the next meeting. 

Charms Software – Mr. Emerson advised that he is working on getting all of the band students’ information from Infinite Campus and download into the Charms software.  After the new year, everything should be set up.
