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The Purpose of the Band Booster Club

Volunteer Opportunities                   
Concession Stand during football season– This is our main fundraiser for the entire band program.  The proceeds help fund the marching, jazz, concert and symphonic bands.  Any band parent is welcome to volunteer.  Volunteers should arrive 30 minutes to one hour before game time to help with set-up and preparations for the concession stand.  Volunteers help run the concession stand through game which will include cooking (hamburgers, hotdogs, nachos, etc.) serving, collecting money, cleaning up, etc.  Any donations of equipment or food are welcome.

Uniforms – Volunteers will meet in the band room at the beginning of the designated arrival time for band students and will hand out uniforms.  For all games/competitions students will wear their bibbers (pants), band t-shirts, black socks and shoes.  Band students will receive their jackets before performing.  A uniform volunteer must also be available after the game to receive and hang up uniforms.  Color Guard members are responsible for their own uniforms.

Equipment/Pit Crew – Volunteers are needed to help load, unload and move equipment.  For games, competitions and other performances, equipment is stored in our band trailer and hauled to the band’s destination.  Volunteers are also needed to set up percussion equipment, place it on the field for games and move it off the field quickly.

Chaperones – Chaperones are needed at football games to help pass out water or for any other needs that may arise.  Chaperones are also needed when traveling to competitions or on special trips.   
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Freshman Band Parents

“Things I Wish I’d Known” List

We were freshman parents not so long ago.  Below is a list of some things we wish we’d known as we ventured into this adventure of being band parents.  Some of this information is at the discretion of the band director and could be subject to change.  We hope this will ease your transition....

♪ 
Marching band uniforms stay at the school at all times.  The uniform committee will take them to be cleaned.  Black shoes for uniforms will be ordered towards the end of the summer in order to have them before the start of the season.  

♪ 
Volunteers will check all students for black sock and shoes before the band uniform is issued to them before each game.  (Buy several pairs of black socks...they tend to disappear.)   

♪
 During cold weather, it is wise to wear the fitted nylon long sleeve undershirts to go under the band t-shirt and leggings to go under bibbers (pants).   Color – preferably black in the undershirt since most band members have that color.  It gets pretty cold at some of the games and there isn’t much lining in the band uniform.

Students will have the opportunity after half time, and after turning in their uniform jacket, to get a quick snack.  Afterwards, they are expected to be back in the stand and playing through the remainder of the game.
♪ 
Please allow time after games/performances for the students to help unload the trailer and put instruments back in place in the band room.  We have to take care of our instruments!!  It is important that all students participate with this, as well as getting the band room back in order for the following school day.  With everyone participating, we can all go home earlier after each function.

♪
When going to competitions, the students will be allowed to change into something comfortable (and decent) after their performance.  At this time, the uniform committee will make sure all uniforms are safety loaded onto the equipment trailer with the instruments.  Being that these are all day events, this allows our students time to relax and enjoy watching the other band performances.  If it’s going to be cold, blankets are welcomed and encouraged.  

♪ 
Parents are a very important factor in a successful band program....attend the booster club meetings!  Meetings are the third Thursday of each month, unless it’s a break or holiday.

Volunteer (there are many opportunities).  Get to know your child’s fellow band friends.  They are great kids.  Chances are your child’s best friend will be another band student.  You will want to know him/her.  Chaperoning on field trips, to and from football games and to other various competitions, etc. is a great ways to lend a hand and meet students, directors and other band booster members.

Encourage your child to practice playing their instruments!  Yes, they spend a lot of time at school practicing, etc.  However, practice makes perfect.  The more practice, the bigger the sound.  This is especially important in the marching band.  Students have to concentrate on learning steps and formation and this will make the process easier to grasp.
